Just imagine you are a new Christian 
who recently started attending our 
church. You have never attended a 
Methodist church before and know 
very little about the ways the church 
works week to week or year to year. 
You want to grow in your faith and find 
ways of serving Christ through serving 
in the church. You get yourself a 
church directory, a Book of Discipline, 

and chart of the Administrative Council of our church. But now you are 
overwhelmed! What is a Staff-Parish Relations Committee, why are we  
baptizing a baby, and why is that small group studying poverty in St. Clair 
County? 

In a culture of information overload, you can imagine how overwhelming it 
might be for a new or mature Christian to be able to understand the  
reasons why we do everything we do as a church body, and how they relate 
together. For this reason, the pastors and staff have built a “Ministry Icon” 
to remind us of our three most basic, inter-related commitments as a 
church: Worship, Nurture, and Service.  

 

Worship is our first calling as Christians. We name Jesus Christ as the risen 
Lord who gives us new life and hope in this life and eternity and so we  
proclaim his worth to the Father and all creation in the power of the Holy 
Spirit. 

 

Nurture are those acts of healing, growing and equipping we experience in a 
small group, Sunday School class, or Bible study, that prepare us to  
represent Jesus in the world. As we learn and grow in our faith, we become 
more faithful disciples of Jesus Christ. 

 

Service is what happens when we becomes the hands and feet of Christ to 
others. When we help someone pay a light bill, repair a flat tire, or feed an 
orphan in Jesus’ name, we open their lives to the transforming power of the 
Gospel and we work toward God’s kingdom coming on earth as it is in 
heaven. 

It is our hope that all that we do as a church falls under one or more of 

three ministry areas listed above. 
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Our church has been involved in mission to an  
orphanage in Bobruisk, Belarus for more than twelve years. For the 
past ten years, members of our church have traveled to Belarus 
with members of other congregations to provide Bible lessons, 
medical and eye care, and other humanitarian assistance to the 
children of the orphanage. Each year, seventy of the families in our 
church sponsor a child in the orphanage, corresponding with the 
child, lifting the child up in their prayers, and providing money for 
the mission team to purchase gifts and clothing for the child. In 
addition to the sponsorship program which seeks to benefit each 
child individually, there are also projects the team undertakes each 
year to benefit all the children of the orphanage. Some of these 
projects are at the dacha, a rustic country house where some  
children spend their summers and school breaks, playing and  
gardening.  This year, our projects include the following: 
 

¶ Medical Supplies—————————————-$1500 

¶ Repairs to the girls’ dormitory rooms————-$6500 

¶ Replacing doors——————————————$4750 

¶ Kitchen supplies——————————————$400 

¶ Additional clothing————————————–$1500 

¶ Beds for the dacha————————————–$1800 

¶ Table & chairs for the dacha——————–——$1000 

¶ Bicycles for the dacha———————————–-$900 

¶ Balls, skateboards, games & toys—————–—--$500 

¶ Computer games, DVD player————–————$400 
 

Contributions may be designated to any specific project, or  
wherever most needed.  Checks made to the church should be  
designated “Belarus” and need to be received no later than  
February 27th. Thank you for your continued support of this  
mission project. 
 
 
 
Our church is partnering with the Harvest Center Church of Christ 
to offer ministry allowing community residents to purchase boxes 
of select groceries at reduced prices once a month. Boxes contain 
staples, canned/frozen meats, and produce. Prices per box range 
from about $30 to $50 and constitute up to 40% savings over food 
costs at most local markets. Ordering and payment must occur 2 to 
3 weeks prior to each monthly pick-up date. Many food boxes  
contain perishable items, and there is no program of  
home-delivery, so arrangements must be made for individual  
pick-up at the Harvest Center Church on the last Saturday of each 
month. Food Stamps are accepted with proper advance paper-
work. For box content and price list (menu) or more information, 
please contact Shulanda in our church office. This program is open 
to any in our congregation and to non-members. It is an excellent 
opportunity to assist  neighbors through food box gift giving. 

 
 
Volunteer drivers are needed to transport  
persons to the bus station, homeless shelters or 
appointments.  You are not called on often, but 
most of these trips are short notice and require 
same day or next day response.  We prefer two 
volunteers on each trip, which makes it a perfect 
opportunity for a retired couple or friends. This is 
a joint service provided by Community Outreach 

and our Servants Like Jesus Missions program.  If you are inter-

¶ Volunteers are needed to staff our Nursery.  The hours are 
Sundays from 8:00a-noon; Wednesday nights from 5:30p-
