Rhett Thompson has been a United 
Methodist missionary to Panama for 
over 25 years, and Pell City FUMC has 
helped support Rhett's ministry in 
Panama from the very beginning. In 
addition to annual financial support, Pell City First has sent three 
teams to Panama to work with Rev. Thompson in the construction 
and use of a United Methodist camp. In addition to pastoring an 
inner-city low-income church in Panama City, Rhett has been  
involved in camping ministry, prison ministry, a children's day 
school, development of United Methodist Men programs in  
Panama, and leading UM Volunteers in Mission medical and  
construction teams.  

United Methodists garner highest favorability score (from United Methodist Communications) 
About 62% of adult Americans have a favorable impression of United Methodists. That’s according to a new survey from LifeWay Re-
search that looks at perceptions of faith groups among adults in the U.S.  

 

United Methodists had the highest percentage of favorable impressions among the faith groups included in the survey – Roman  
Catholics, Southern Baptists, United Methodists, Mormons and Muslims – with 15% of respondents reporting very favorable  
impressions and 47% reporting somewhat favorable.  

 

United Methodists also had the lowest percentage of unfavorable impressions: only 23%, compared to 38% for Roman Catholics, 40% 
for Southern Baptists, 52% for Mormons, and 63% for Muslims.  

 

Americans in the South were the most likely to have a very favorable opinion. Americans with a college degree were also more likely to 
have a very favorable opinion than those without a degree. Those in the West and Northeast were most likely to be not familiar with 
United Methodists. Americans who never attend a worship service are the least likely to have a very favorable opinion or a somewhat 
favorable opinion and the most likely to have a very unfavorable opinion.  

 

The LifeWay research reinforces the findings of a 2008 Gallup poll that showed “Methodists” to have the highest positive ratings of 
religious and spiritual groups in the U.S.
